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Introduction

This short presentation of OLP sector in Portugal is composed by four parts: i) repartition of OLPs by the
agrarian regions of the Continent, Azores and Madeira; ii) references of registration of OLPs by sectors - meats,
cheese, very specific sausage and ham, fruits, olive oils and canned olives, honey and wine; iii) production
volumes, prices (mode of first transaction), turnover, number of units of production by sectors; iv) for wine
sector: production and exports by designations of origin and types of wines.

The data concern all the Portuguese no wines OLPs products, with reference to the years 1997/98 and 2000;
concerning the wines, only the more important appellations of origin are considered, nine in a total of 32. The
data sources are: i) Guia dos Produtos de Qualidade 2000. Direcgéo Geral do Desenvolvimento Rural, Lisboa;
ii) Vinhos e Aguardentes de Portugal. Anuério 2000/2001. Instituto da Vinha e do Vinho, Lisboa, 572 p.
